Purpose:  To gain a better understanding of Japanese (and East Asian) culture and history by teaching a vocabulary term or concept from the region to our classmates.

Procedures:  

A. Students will be randomly assigned a topic

B. You are to complete research in free time in class and at home.

C. Complete an outline of what the topic means to you (on the opposite side of this sheet) with your notes that is to be turned in with your presentation.

D. Students will prepare a presentation for the class using a method that is fun, exciting that they feel comfortable with that will expose the other students to a new topic.  (NO ONE SHOULD JUST READ A REPORT TO THE CLASS!  That is not fun or exciting!)
E. Make sure that you are ready on the day you have selected.  Your grade will be docked 20% in the event that you are not prepared to present.  The purpose of this project is to enhance our curriculum as we learn it.  If we are forced to go back and learn things out of order, this devalues your work and leaves kids with a weaker understanding of that day’s topics.
The Presentation:

1. A demonstration of the topic that is between to 3 and 4 minutes in length

2. Regular eye contact with students throughout the presentation.  Practice!!

3. Visuals or any props are your responsibility and are a pretty part of this assignment.  You don’t need to spend much or any money to have a standout presentation but you will have to be creative!
4. A conclusion summing up the main point is critical.  Every topic should have a definition or clear main idea for students to take away.
5. Correct grammar and spelling is crucial.  Remember, for these few minutes, you’re the teacher!

6. Use appropriate font size for visual aids for the kids in the back of the room.  No microscopic or wingdings fonts!

7. All methods are to involve or engage the class in some engaging way.  Be creative.  Ask me if you’re not sure if your idea for the presentation is okay or for guidance on how to pull it off.
8. Pick a style of teaching that best matches who you are.  Don’t make yourself uncomfortable, but remember, these are the fun topics, so you can reach outside of the norm to get people excited.
